Melnyk V. M. THE MAIN POINTS OF THE ROMAN-IRANIAN PEACE TREATY OF 422 AD: ISSUES
OF RELIGIOUS JURISDICTION AND LEGAL ENTITY

The article is devoted to the background and conclusion of the Peace of Nisibis of 422 AD. This treaty finished
the Sasanian EranSahr war against the Eastern Roman Empire (420-422 AD). So, this article characterizes the
general historical background of the 422 AD Peace Treaty. An assessment of the military & political potential of the
Eastern part of the Roman Empire (Imperium Romanum Pars Orientale) on the eve of the war is provided. Emperor
Theodosius II (408-450 AD) and Shahanshah of Iran Bahram V (420-440 AD) were the key actors. The unfolding of
military conflict took place in the conditions of religious debates. Christian ecclesias spread over a large territory
of the Persian satrapies. In some places, Christians competed for influence with the traditional Zoroastrian cult.
Bahram V predecessors treated the Christian communities neutrally, and sometimes sympathetically. This approach
was implemented in the legislative space of Persia. So, in 409 AD Shahanshah Yazdegerd I (399-420 AD) published
an Act on the Equality of Christians and Zoroastrians. As a result, in 410 AD the Local Church Council was held in
Seleucia, after which the concept of the “Persian Church” appeared. The Iranian ecclesias de jure were recognized as
a constituent part of the Antiochian Metropolis but led an active competition for the separation of their canonical
jurisdiction. Nevertheless, legalization in the normative and legal field didn’t protect Christians from quarrels with
Zoroastrians. In 420 AD, one of the communities came into conflict with the Zoroastrians and even burned down a
temple dedicated to the cult of fire. The new Persian ruler Bahram V took advantage of the situation and expressed his
claims to official Constantinople. First of all, Bahram V was “dissatisfied” that some of the perpetrators of the incident
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found refuge within the Roman Empire. Bahram V launched a military campaign against Roman Syria but was defeated
in Mesopotamia. Using units from the Arab “foederati”, Rome and Ctesiphon fought with varying success until 422
AD. Butin 422 AD Hunnic cavalry forced the Danube Limes of the Empire. The Huns also threatened the Iranian border
of Transcaucasia. Realizing the growing Hun threat, Rome and Iran agreed to a truce. Therefore, in 422 AD new peace
treaty was concluded. It became unique, as yesterday’s two strategic opponents acquired the formal status of “allies”.
Their agreement was aimed at opposing the Huns. However, religious issues were also important. The Shahanshah of
Iran pledged to stop the persecution of Christian communities. From a political and legal point of view, the agreement
turned out to be a prologue to the further discussion about the status of the Antiochian Metropolitanate at the Third

Ecumenical Council in Ephesus.
